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OUTSTANDING SPONSOR ACHIEVEMENT 
The Panhandle RC&D Committee nominates the Chadron Native American Center for Outstanding Sponsor Achievement.

A. Innovation/Spirit: 
· Supports innovation solution and/or processes. 
The Chadron Native American Center is nominated for their innovation solution and processes they developed to enhance the success of the Intertribal Gathering at Fort Robinson State Park every 2nd weekend in June.  They have supported this effort over the last three years with committee members, meeting space and financial assistance in helping reach out to the Native Americans in Montana, South Dakota, Wyoming, Nebraska and Colorado.  This year the two day event had 3000 visitors, 69 dancers and 12 Vendors displaying Native American artifacts.  The Center has helped organize and implement the Intertribal Gathering as a member of Friends of the Intertribal Gathering a committee under the Panhandle RC&D

The Chadron Native American Center is asking for assistance in developing a Boys and Girls Club in areas throughout the Panhandle.  This shows further commitment and understanding of the RC&D program.  
· Provides financial and/or technical resource to implement RC&D activities. 
The Intertribal Gathering requires a lot of volunteer time as well as financial assistance to make things happen.  The average cost in dollars is around $22,000 per year with an estimated $35,000 in in-kind dollar benefits.  This year the Center provided approximately $5,000 to help with lodging, food, Native American Youth Honoraria and transportation of Native American Youth from various areas of the Panhandle to this years gathering.  They also provided Security,

Organization assistance, helped set up the Gathering Arena, and provided t-shirts for the 5-k Run 
held with the Gathering.  Technical resources were provided in determining cultural protocol and development of an American Indian Pow wow.  They have provided outstanding participation throughout the year in development of programs and determining grant application prospects.
The Chadron Native American Center is assisting in providing technical resources in the establishment of Boys and Girls Clubs in the Panhandle of Nebraska.  We feel that this will be a five year project resulting in providing leadership and recreational opportunities for our youth.

· Provides motivated and quality representation to the Council..  

The Chadron Native American Center has provided motivation and quality representation on the RC&D Council.  They have been responsive in reporting to the RC&D Board
B. Outreach/Team Building: (30 points total for this section) 
· Implement projects which benefit disadvantaged citizens.

The Chadron Native American Center is very active in implementing projects which benefit disadvantaged citizens in providing clothing, food, school supplies and leadership training to Native Americans in the Panhandle and South Dakota.  

The Intertribal Gathering has helped bring Native Americans together in the Panhandle in building trust and cultural awareness to all Panhandle residents. Over 16 different tribes were represented at the gathering.  This year the Lower Brule Sioux Tribe sent elders to the Gathering.  

· Develop partnerships with others to jointly implement community benefiting activities and projects 

The Chadron Native American Center took posters and bookmarks advertising the Gathering  to the Pine Ridge Indian Reservation, Lamb Deer in Montana, and the Denver Powwow to help get dancers, vendors and participants to the Gathering.  The Chadron Native  American Center 
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has helped strengthen relationships with the National Park Service and the Panhandle Partnership for Health and Human Services (PPHHS)   This partnership has brought many agencies together to work together to benefit disadvantage citizens.

C Coordination: (30 points total for this section) 
· RC&D Council and sponsoring organization’s objectives are complementary. 

The Chadron Native American Center and partners complement the goals and objectives 
found in the RC&D Area Plan and Annual Plan of Work.
· Works effectively with other organizations in promoting and supporting RC&D.     

The Chadron Native American Center has been a strong supporter of the RC&D over the years and have followed up with letters to our congressional delegates in support of the RC&D Program.  They are successful because of their ability to work effectively with other organization in promoting and supporting the RC&D’s projects both from agencies and private foundations.
